February 2014 Contest Results 

 

The Fourth Annual Pacific Lutheran University High School Programming Contest was held 

Saturday, February 1
st
, at the Morken Center for Learning and Technology.  

  

Thirty-one teams registered for the contest with 80 students from 14 schools competing for 

awards and prizes.  Students worked for three hours to write programs to solve as many 

problems as they could from a set of twelve problems written for each category (Advanced and 

Novice).  Teams are ranked by the number of problems solved. Teams that solve the same 

number of problems are ranked by the total time needed to solve the problems. More information 

about the contest (e.g., scoreboard, pictures, and problems) can be found at 

http://www.plu.edu/csce/hs-prog-contest/home.php.
